Pandanus drupaceus Thouars

Uma pequena arvore atingindo 4 m de altura com tronco de casca cinzenta
clara. As folhas sdo lineares, rigidas, verde claras, de 90-180 cm de comprimento
e 12,5-15 cm de largura, armadas com espinhos encurvados ao longo da
margem na metade superior do limbo. Flores unissexuais. Fruto um sincarpo
globoso contendo 30-40 drupas. Drupas com cerca de 8 x 6 cm, irregularmente
angulosas e levemente comprimidas, estreitando para a base. Semente com 2,5
cm de comprimento.

Nativa das IThas Mauricias, tal como as outras espécies do gen. Pandanus, a
planta chama a atencado pelos seus grandes “frutos” globosos.

A small tree growing to a height of 4 m, with a pale grey trunk. The leaves are
linear, rigid and pale green, 90 to 180 cm long and 12.5 to 15 cm wide, armed
with curved spines along the margin of the upper half of the blade. The flowers
are unisexual, the fruit is a globose syncarp and is made up of 30 to 40 drupes.
These measure about 8 x 6 cm, irregularly angular and slightly long, narrowing
towards the base, the seed 2.5 cm in length.

Native to the Mauritius Islands. Like many other of the Pandanus genus, the
plant is noteworthy for its large, globose “fruits”.
